STEWARDSHIP SPOTLIGHT - THE SECOND SUNDAY OF ADVENT 
 

 Here we are, the Second Sunday of Advent.  As rich as the imagery is in the first reading from Isaiah, 
I would like to focus on the Gospel of Matthew about John the Baptist foretelling the appearance of Jesus.  
Apparently it had become somewhat fashionable to go out and be publically baptized by John, so much so 
that the Pharisees and Sadducees went out to be part of the show.  John would have none of it and called 
them out in rather graphic terms, ȰYou brood of vipers!ȱ  Importantly, he asks them to show some evidence 
of their faith and repentance.  He, like Jesus later, uses the metaphor of good fruit, that is, some tangible, 
visible sign of oneȭs inward faith.  And he tells them that being Jews doesnȭt automatically gain them any-
thing ɉȰGod can raise up children to Abraham from these stones.ȱɊȢ  The final imagery is separation of good 
from bad in terms of cutting down fruitless trees or separating wheat from chaff, the useless materials des-
tined for destruction. 
 

 Is this Gospel simply historical, to tell us of the necessary conversion of Jews to Jesus 2,000 years 
ago, or does it have relevance to us today?  I believe the latter.  If, as John claimed, God can raise children of 
Abraham from stones, then simply claiming to be a Catholic Christian, in itself, may not get us very far.  Ra-
ther, as John (and later Jesus) said, our actions should show our inner faith and conversion. 
 

 That, to me, is the challenge of this Second Sunday of Advent.  Do we talk the talk or do we walk the 
walk?  Would our fellow students, workmates, or people on the street or in the stores see good fruit from 
us and recognize us as followers of Jesus?  Or do we simply blend in with the secular world at this special 
season? 
 

 There is plenty to do this Advent leading up to our celebration of the birth of Jesus, plenty of things 
that even atheists do.  Are we ready to be countercultural and show the world our love for God and each 
other through generosity of time, talent, and treasure to our brothers and sisters in need and to the 
Church?
